Cultural hcritnge involvcs both tnngiblc and intangible elcmcnts thnt definc the identity and history 
of c:ommunitics nll ovcr the world. Prcscrving thcsc clcmcnts is ncccssnry for mnintnining cultural divcrsity 
and cncouraging a scnsc ofbclonging. 

Tangible culturnl bcritage includcs physical rutifacts and structures such as monuments, buildings, 
:md anworks. A notable cxample of tangible hcritagc is the Great \Vall of China. Spanning over 13.000 
miles, it exemplifies nncicnt engineering ability nnd functions as a symbol of culturol idcntity and historical 
significmicc. 

Intangible cultural heritage rcfers to oral traditions, pcrforming arts. local knowlcdgc, and traditional 
sJci1ls rccognized by communitics as pan of thcir culturaJ heritnge. The UNESCO cmphasizcs that 
safcguarding intangible hcritage mcnns trnnsf crring i! to future gencrations. 

The preservation of both tangible and intangible cultural hcritnge is vital for supporting cultural 
di\'ersity and idcntity. For cxnmple, the rcstorntion of the Acropolis in Grcccc has bcen a significant effort 
to prcserve ancicnt architecture and nrchacological sites. Bcsides, through international recognition and 
dedicated efforts, communities can protect and promotc their cultural heritage.
